Reflection from prior lesson:

In the last periods we ended chapter 2-1 notes and students were given homework due today at the beginning of class.
Lesson Goal(s) / Standards:  
· Indicator #1 Analyze elements that affect personal income 
· Indicator #4: Evalutate savings and investment options to meet short- and –long term goals

Lesson Objectives:

Students will be able to answer the vocabulary questions presented during the PowerPoint note discussion via cellphone or computer with 70% accuracy. Answer Selft-Test Question 1-3 on page 95 with 70% accuracy at the end of class. 

Materials Needed: 

Computer, cellphone, PowerPoint presentation, and textbook.
Contextual Factors/ Learner Characteristics:

This course meets every day from 10 a.m till 11 a.m. There are 12 students in the class, 5 males and 7 females. There are no students in the class section with an IEP. Assignments are due before the test for this section. Students are given time at the end of class to work on homework in class so that they may receive needed assistance and get homework done in a timely fashion. If students complete homework before the end of class it will be corrected. 
A.  The Lesson 
 

1. Introduction (include time allotment)   

· 5 minute-review last class period

· 20 minutes-Lecture and in class examples
· 15 minutes-In class activity (Self-Test Question 1-3 page 95) 
· 10 minutes-In class grading option
 

2. Content Delivery (include time allotment & instructional methodologies)

· Content is delivered verbally and with the use of PowerPoint’s first 20 minutes of class.  They will be encouraged to take notes in word and will receive the PowerPoint after the lesson so that they will fairly answer the Poll Everywhere question with out the answer in front of them. These checking points in the PowerPoint will prove student learning success and their attention rate. 
· Next students are assigned Selt-Test Questions 1-3 on pg. 95 and given instruction on completing the assignment.

· Finally students will be given the option of the assignment being graded early if completed or discussing with me any questions or concerns they might have. 
    

3. Closure (include time allotment)  

· Grade student assignments who have completed the homework in allotted classroom time (8 minutes)
· Review few key points (1 mintute)

· Re-inform students over vocabulary quiz at the beginning of class for the next class period (over pg. 87-95)
